Annotation
The course begins with the discussion on the methods used in the art studies. Afterwards

a general view of Greek art is presented and major styles and monuments from the Archaic,
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Classical and Hellenistic periods are studied. The art of Rome is also analysed and the
influences on its formation and tendencies in its development are discussed.The goal of this
introduction on Ancient art is to represent the broad framework where the art of the Roman
provinces is developed.

The focus of this course is on the study of the Roman provincial artworks found on the
territory of today's Bulgaria and dated from 1% to 3" ¢. AD. The emphasis is on the works of
Roman sculpture, which are the most common and numerous monuments of Roman art found
in our lands. But examples of Roman mosaics and painting are also discussed.

The course provides knowledge on Ancient art and methodology of art studies. In
addition, PhD students can develop basic skills for the study of these monuments, which are an

essential part of the ancient collections of the museums in Bulgaria.
